Putting up your Batbox.

The location of your batbox requires some planning … 

· Position it at a height of 3-6 metres (the higher the better) in an open, sunny position (6-8 hours of direct sunlight, or in a location where it receives the morning sun if this is not possible).

· Try to install the bat box where it will not be disturbed by bright lights at night such as porch or security lights.

· Locate it where bats are known to feed.

· Ideally, put several boxes up facing in different directions on sunny aspects to provide a range of warm conditions.

· Put the box as high as possible to try and avoid predation from cats on the ground or nearby structures.

· Your box can be attached to the structure using any suitable means, however once your box has been installed and is being used by bats, please be aware that, by law, you will be unable to remove it, or to move it to another location without first receiving permission to do so.  Bats are a protected species, and so, for this reason, please make sure that you install the box in a location that will not become problematic in the future.  (Many home extension or building plans have been held up due to the presence of roosting bats !)
